Jesus told this story to teach
a lesson:

After he had spent
everything, that land had a
famine, and he was starving.

Then he worked for a farmer
feeding the pigs. He was so
hungry he would have even
eaten the pigs' food.

Then he thought, “My father's
hired servants have more than
enough to eat, and I'm dying of
hunger! | will go to my father, and
will say to him, ‘Father, | have
sinned against heaven and before
you, and | shouldn't be called your
son. Make me like one of your
hired servants.””

He came to his father. When
he was still far away, his father saw
him and loved him, and ran and
kissed him.

The son said to him, “Father, |
have sinned against heaven and
in your sight, and | shouldn't be
called your son.”

But the father said to his
servants, “Bring out the best robe
and put it on him, and put a ring
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on his hand and sandals on his
feet. And bring the best calf here
and kill it, and let us eat and be
merry; for this my son was dead
and is alive again; he was lost and
is found.” Then they had a feast.

But when his older son came
home, he heard music and
dancing. So he called one of the
servants and asked what was
happening.

The servant said to him, “Your
brother has come back alive and
well, so your father made a feast.”

But the older son was angry
and would not go in. So his father
came out and talked with him.

He said to his father, “For all
these years | have been serving
you; | never made you angry; but
yOu never even gave me a young
goat, so | could have a feast with
my friends. But as soon as this son
of yours came, who has wasted
everything, you made a feast for
him.”

The father said to him, “Son,
you are always with me, and all
that | have is yours. It was right
that we should be glad, for your
brother was dead and is alive
again, and was lost and is found.”
