Cain & Abel

Genesis 4:1-16, 25-26

The Story

Parents: Review this lesson with your child.

God still loved Adam and Eve even though
they had sinned. He took care of them and
blessed them with many children. They had two
sons named Cain and Abel. Adam and Eve
taught them about God and the promise of a
Savior. When they grew up Cain became a farmer
and Abel became a shepherd.

One day Cain and Abel brought offerings
to God. This was one way that they could show
their love for God. Cain brought some of the fruits
and vegetables that he had grown in his garden.
Abel brought a young lamb from his flock.

God was pleased with Abel’s offering
because Abel loved God and believed in the
promised Savior.

He began to hate his brother.

God came to Cain and warned him about
the sin that was in his heart, but Cain didn’t listen
to God. He was so filled with hatred that he went
out and killed Abel.

God came to him and asked, “Where is
your brother Abel?”

Then Cain lied and said, “l don’t know. Do |
have to take care of my brother?”

God told Cain he would be punished
because he killed his brother. The plants in the
field would no longer grow for him and he would
have to go from one place to another the rest of
his life.

Cain said, “This punishment is too much for
me.

But God promised that He wouldn’t let
anyone kill him and God placed a special mark
on Cain.
