Exodus 13:17 - 15:2
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The Story

Then it came to pass, when
Pharaoh, king of Egypt, had let the
people go, that God led the people
around by way of the wilderness of
the Red Sea.

The LORD went before them
by day in a pillar of cloud to lead
the way, and by night in a pillar of
fire to give them light, so as to go by
day and night.

Now the LORD spoke to Moses,
saying: "Speak to the Children of
Israel, you shall camp by the sea."

After the Children of Israel had
left, the king said, "Why have we
done this, that we have let Israel go
from serving us?"  He took six
hundred chariots and his men,
chased Israel and caught up to
them camping by the sea. 

When the Children of Israel saw
the Egyptian army they were very
afraid, and cried out to the LORD
and complained to Moses.

Moses said to the people, "Do
not be afraid. Stand still, and see the
salvation of the LORD, which He will
accomplish for you today. For the
Egyptians whom you see today, you
will never see again. The LORD will
fight for you, and you shall hold your
peace."

The LORD said to Moses, "Tell
the Children of Israel to go forward.
Lift up your rod, and stretch out your
hand over the sea and divide it.

And the Children of Israel shall go on
dry ground through the middle of
the sea." 

The pillar of cloud went from in
front of them and stood behind
them.  Thus it was a cloud and
darkness to the Egyptians, and it
gave light by night to Israel, so that
the one did not come near the
other all that night. 

Then Moses stretched out his
hand over the sea; and the LORD
caused the sea to divide.  So the
Children of Israel went into the
middle of the sea on the dry ground,
and the waters were a wall to them
on both sides. 

The Egyptians chased Israel 
into the middle of the sea. The LORD
troubled the army of the Egyptians.
He took off their chariot wheels, so
that they couldn’t drive them.

Then the LORD said to Moses,
"Stretch out your hand over the sea,
that the waters may come back
upon the Egyptians." 

Moses stretched out his hand
over the sea; and the waters
returned and covered the chariots,
the horsemen, and all the army of
Pharaoh. Not so much as one of
them remained. 

So the LORD saved Israel that
day out of the hand of the
Egyptians. The people feared the
LORD, and believed the LORD and
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His servant Moses.

Then Moses and the Children of
Israel sang this song to the LORD,
and spoke, saying: "I will sing to the
LORD, for He has triumphed

gloriously! The horse and its rider He
has thrown into the sea! The LORD is
my strength and song, and He has
become my salvation; He is my God,
and I will praise Him.”

God teaches the Children of Israel to trust Him to take care of them.
