BACKGROUND
Rupprecht Bible History References, Vol. 1, pp. 279-285)

The people of Isragl were not content to have God rule them through judges and prophets. They wanted a
king to lead them. Samud did not like this, but God told him to listen to them. God sdected Saul to be the
king. He was accepted by the people when he led them to victory over the Ammonites who were besieging
Jabesh Gilead. Saul disobeyed God by offering a sacrifice which was unlawful for him to do. His excuse
was that he had hoped to keep more of his soldiers from deserting.

Give usthe desire
and the strength to follow where Y ou lead us. When wefail to do aswe should, lead usto ask Y our
forgiveness and comfort us with the assurance that our sins are forgiven, for Jesus sake. Amen.
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PRESENTATION

Dissatisfaction over the judges by whom God had ruled Isragl led the people to demand aking like the nations
around them. God gave them aking, Saul the son of Kish. He started well as a humble servant of God. But
later he chose to ignore God's will and to do things his own way. When he failed to destroy the Amalekites
completely, God rgected him asking.

APPLICATIONS
Though God chose Saul to be king and he started well, he was weak. He trusted in himsalf and lost God's help
and findly his life and kingdom.

God's guidance is aways good. He makes no mistakes. Human leaders are often wrong. We do well to follow
God's will and not our own or that of others.
