What the Story Tells Us - Answer the following questions about the lesson.

1. Why did everyone alive at this time speak the same language and dialect?
2. Was there a sin involved with speaking the same language? If so, what sin?
3. Where did the people decide to settle down? Find this place on a map.
4. Was there a sin involved with settling down in one place? If so, what sin?

5. What did the people decide to build here and why?
6. Was there a sin involved with building this structure? If so, what sin?

7. Why did the people finally do what God had commanded them, namely to “fill the
earth’?

Inner Aim - Pride is a sin which God will help us overcome.

What God Tells Us

All sin is rebellion against God. That means whenever we do something that is a sin, we are
saying that we know better than God does. Explain how the following sins are rebellion
against God.

1. Shoplifting/stealing 3. Hurting or harming our neighbor in any way

2. Cursing/swearing 4, Pride

For all that is in the world; the lust of the flesh, the lust of
the eyes, and the pride of life; is not of the Father but is of the world. And the world is passing
away, and the lust of it; but he who does the will of God abides forever.
