Jesus often used stories about
everyday life to teach about God or
His Kingdom.

Today we are going to
hear Jesus teaching a parable to
answer this question, “How do we
show love to our neighbor?”

One day, an expert in God’s
law spoke to Jesus.

The man asked
Jesus, “What do | have to do to
inherit eternal life?”

Jesus asked, “What is written in
the Bible?”

The man said, “You shall love
the Lord your God with all your heart,
with all your soul, with all your
strength, and with all your mind, and
love your neighbor as yourself.”

Jesus
wanted the man to know that loving
our neighbor shows in our words and
actions. Jesus told the man a story
to help him understand.
