God'sHand in Our Lives
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The Story

After rising from the dead and
appearing to some of His followers,
Jesus showed Himself again to the
disciples at the Sea of Tiberias. Peter,
Thomas, Nathanael , James and
John, and two other disciples were
there. Peter said to them, "l am
going fishing."

They said to him, "We are going
with you." They went out and got
into the boat. That night they
caught no fish. When the morning
came, Jesus stood on the shore, but
the disciples did not know Him.
