Paul suffered much for the sake of the gospd.

INNER AIM
The Lord used Paul to advance His Kingdom

BACKGROUND (Rupprecht, Bible History References, Val. 2, pp. 586-598)

Shortly after his conversion on the road to Damascus, Paul heard that he would suffer many things for the
sake of the Gospel and Jesus, his Savior and Lord. In his epistle he describes them. (11 Cor. 11:23-27)
He often dluded to them in hiswritings. This Story records a series of imprisonments beginning at
Jerusalem and extending to Rome.

Acts 21:15-26 As Paul headed to Jerusalem, various disciples warned him not to go there. They spoke of
great dangers awaiting him. They even pleaded with him not to go there. (cf. previous verses) Paul knew
what lay ahead. He was determined to go and was ready to suffer, if the Lord so willed. Paul met with the
gpostles and leaders at Jerusdem. He told them of his journeys, and they rejoiced.

Acts 21:27-40 Only afew dayslater, Paul was arrested in Jerusdlem. Jews from Asia Minor stirred up
the crowd againgt Paul and accused him of many things. A tumult followed. Paul was rescued by the
Romans. He requested to defend himsdlf and to speak to the people. Permission was granted.

Acts 22:1-30

Paul explained at some length who he was, what he had done, and what he was now doing. He reviewed
for them what hislife had been before his converson. He aso conveyed to them what happened to him on
the day of his conversion and what had been doing since that day. When they heard about the gentiles
being a part of his minigtry, the Jews could listen no longer. They would have killed him, but the Romans
whisked him away. The Romans would have scourged and interrogated him; but when they learned that he
had Roman citizenship, they were afraid. They couldn’t understand why the Jews hated him so. They
hoped to find out.



Acts 23

Paul was placed on trid before the chief priests and the Jewish high council (the Sanhedrin). Paul explained to dl
present why he was on trid. Since some believed in the resurrection (Pharisees) and some did not (Sadduccees), the
Council was divided. A greet dissenson and tumult followed. The Roman commander again rescued Paul from his
enemies. The Lord reassured Paul that He was with him and would help him. (v. 11) There was a conspiracy among
the Jewsto kill Paul. It was reveded to the Roman commander. Paul was kept safe until he could be escorted safely
to Caesarea and the Roman governor.

Acts 24:1-27

vs. 1-9 Paul ischarged by his accusers from Jerusaem.

Vs 10-27 Paul is permitted to defend himsdlf before the Roman governor concerning the charges levied againgt him.
Felix was moved by Paul’ stestimony. (Hiswife was Jewish.) He postponed a decision concerning Paul until amore
convenient time. (v. 25) He hoped to let Paul go free and was hoping for a bribe from Paul’ sfriends. Paul remained a
prisoner in Caesareafor two years.

Acts 25:1-12

Festus replaced Felix as governor of Judea. Again there was aplot against Paul a Jerusdem. Festus kept Paul safein
Caesarea. Paul’ s accusers again came to Caesarea. Many charges were levied againgt him, but none could be proven.
Paul was permitted to defend himsdf. Festus encouraged Paul to go back to Jerusalem to be tried in the Jewish court.
Paul appealed to Caesar to have his case heard.

Acts 25:13-27 Paul’s Defense Before King Agrippa
Festus knew Paul had done nothing worthy of death. He told King Agrippa about the case. The king wanted to hear
Paul for himsdf.

Acts 26 - King Agrippa permitted Paul to speak for himsdlf in his own defense. Paul recounted his pre-conversion life
and post-converson life. He used the opportunity to proclaim Christ. Festus thought Paul was mad, out of his mind.
King Agrippa was deeply moved and confessed that he was dmost persuaded to become a Chrigtian. All those
present redized that Paul was innocent of al the charges levied against him and could have been rdleased. Since he
appeded to Caesar, he would be sent to Rome.

APPLICATION

The Lord predicted concerning Paul: “Heis a chosen vessd of Mine to bear My name before Gentiles, kings, and the
children of Israel. For | will show him how many things he must suffer for My name ssake” (Acts 9:15-16) Inthis
lesson we have a graphic fulfillment. Paul appears before a Jewish king and queen, a Roman governor, actudly two
Roman governors. He appears before both Jews and Gentiles. “The Lord moves in mysterious ways Hiswonders to
perform.” Had Paul not become a prisoner, some of these individuas would never have had such an opportunity to
hear the Gospd. The Lord opens doors in very specid ways today, aso. He guides and leads us, as He did Paul.

Throughout history, many people
have been hurt and killed because they
stood up for God. Paul was one of them.
Paul suffered much as he preached
God’s Word.

Before Paul left to go to Jerusalem,
his friends warned him that he would be
in great danger there. They didn’t want
him to go. Paul said that he was ready to
suffer and even die, if he had to. He
wanted to tell people about Jesus. His
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friends saw that they could not keep him
from going. So they said to him, "The will of
the Lord be done.” Then Paul left.

At Jerusalem, Paul was welcomed
by his fellow Christians. Paul told them
about all the great things that God had
done. When they heard of all these things,
they praised God.

One day Paul was worshiping in the
Temple. Some Jews, who hated Paul,
were there also. They hated him because
he preached the Gospel of Jesus. These
Jews stirred up the crowd against Paul.
The crowd grabbed Paul and dragged
him out of the Temple. They wanted to Kill
him.

Someone told the Roman captain
about what was happening. The captain
came with soldiers and took Paul away
from the angry Jews. The soldiers carried
Paul away, up the stairs to the castle
prison. The crowd followed shouting,
"Away with him!"

Paul asked the captain to let him
speak to the crowd before he left. Paul
told the people how he used to hate the
believers in Jesus, too. He told them how
he used to persecute them. He told them
about the bright light he’d seen on the
way to Damascus. He also told them
about the voice from Heaven. He told
them how he now believed in Jesus.
Finally, he told them that Jesus had sent
him to tell people everywhere about the
Gospel.

The crowd listened for a little while.
Then they would not listen any more. The
Jews especially didn’t like it when Paul
talked about preaching to the Gentiles.
They began to shout again. So, the
captain had Paul put in prison. He told his
soldiers to torture Paul. Paul asked them,"lIs
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it lawful for you to beat a man who is a
Roman citizen who has done nothing
wrong?"

The Romans were afraid when they
heard this. They were not allowed to hurt
a citizen this way. They decided to try to
find out why the Jews hated Paul so much.

The next day, Paul was brought
before the whole Jewish council.
(Sanhedrin) While Paul spoke, the chief
captain saw that even the Jewish rulers
could not agree about what to do with
Paul. Some (Pharisees) wished to set him
free. Others (Sadducees) wanted to put
him to death. Their arguing began to get
violent. To protect Paul, the Roman
commander sent his soldiers to rescue
Paul again.

That night, the Lord appeared to
Paul. He said, "Keep up your courage! As
you have told the truth about Me in
Jerusalem, so you must also tell it in
Rome!"

The enemies of Paul were not
content to have him in prison. They
wanted to have him killed. To keep Paul
safe, the soldiers took Paul secretly at
night, to another city called Caesarea.
Governor Felix lived and ruled there. The
governor had Paul put in prison, but he
was kind to Paul.

Acts 21:15 - 26:32

Many people are persecuted for what they believe. Christians
were persecuted to the point that they were thrown in jail and even

killed.

Paul used to be someone who persecuted Christians but God
called him to preach to the Gentiles. Now we read of him being
taken to prison where he must defend himself against the Jews.

The Story - Acts 21-26 (paraphrased)

When Paul had come to Jerusalem, the
brethren gladly received him. On the following
day Paul went to James and all the elders
were present. He told them all about the work
God had given him to do with the Gentiles
and how the Word of God was spread to
them. When they heard it, they glorified the
Lord.

Paul went to the temple to bring an
offering but some of the Jews stirred up the
crowd, dragged him out of the temple and
tried to kill him. The commander of the army
stopped the beating and took Paul away in
chains amid the shouting of the crowd.

Paul asked the commander if he could
speak to the crowd and when he said, “Yes,”
Paul told the people about his former life of
persecuting the Christians and also his

conversion on the way to

Damascus. He told them about his work of
spreading the Gospel to the Gentiles. The Jews
did not want to hear this about the Gentiles
and became furious. The guards led him away
and were going to beat him to find out why
the crowd hated him. Paul stopped them by
saying he was a Roman citizen.

The next day Paul was brought before
the chief priests, Sadducees and Pharisees.
They could not agree if Paul was speaking the
truth and argued among themselves. Paul was
taken away to protect him from these angry
men. The following night he was told by the
Lord, "Be of good cheer, Paul; for as you have
testified for Me in Jerusalem, so you must also
bear witness at Rome."

The Jews hated Paul and his message so

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much that they made an oath together. They
would not eat until they had killed Paul. Forty of
the Jews were planning an ambush for the
next day but Paul’s nephew heard about the
plot and told Paul who told one of the
centurions.

Paul was escorted to Caesarea early in
the morning to Felix, the Roman governor, with
370 soldiers for protection. The Jewish high
priest and elders came and gave testimony
against Paul, telling lies about him and how he
caused problems in the temple and broke
Jewish laws.

Paul defended himself before Felix
saying he was innocent of the charges brought
against him and the charges could not be
proven true. He also talked about the Word of
God.

When Felix heard these things, having
heard about Christianity, he adjourned the
proceedings and said, "l will make a decision
on your case." So he commanded the
centurion to keep Paul and to let him have
liberty, and told him not to forbid any of his
friends to provide for or visit him. Paul was kept
here for two years. Felix often brought Paul to
him to hear about faith in Christ. He also hoped
Paul would give him money to be released.

After two years Festus succeeded Felix
as governor. The high priest and chief men
from Jerusalem now pleaded with Festus to
hand Paul over to them so they could kill him.
But Festus, wanting to do the Jews a favor,
asked Paul, "Are you willing to go up to
Jerusalem and there be judged before me
concerning these things?"

So Paul said, "l appeal to Caesar."

After some days King Agrippa and
Bernice came to Caesarea to greet Festus.
When they had been there many days, Festus
laid Paul's case before the king, saying, "There
is a certain man left a prisoner by Felix, about
whom the chief priests and the elders of the
Jews are asking for a judgment against him."

Then Agrippa said to Festus, "l also
would like to hear the man myself."

"Tomorrow," he said, "you shall hear him."

So the next day, when Agrippa and
Bernice had come with great pomp, and had
entered the auditorium with the commanders
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and the prominent men of the city, at Festus'
command Paul was brought in.

Festus said, "King Agrippa and all the
men who are here present with us, you see this
man about whom the whole assembly of the
Jews petitioned me that he was not fit to live
any longer. But when | found that he had
committed nothing deserving of death and
that he himself had appealed to Augustus, |
decided to send him."

Then Agrippa said to Paul, "You are
permitted to speak for yourself."

So Paul answered for himself and told of
his life and his conversion to faith in Jesus
Christ. He told of his ministry to the Gentiles
teaching repentance and forgiveness of sins
through Jesus.

Acts 21:15 - 26:32

The Story - Acts 21-26 (paraphrased)

When Paul had come to Jerusalem, the
brethren gladly received him. On the
following day, Paul went to James. He told
them all about the work God had given him
to do with the Gentiles and how the Word of
God was spread to them. When they heard it,
they glorified the Lord.

Paul went to the temple to bring an
offering, but some of the Jews stirred up the
crowd, dragged him out of the temple and
tried to kill him. The commander of the army
stopped the beating and took Paul away in
chains amid the shouting of the crowd.

Paul asked the commander if he could

speak to the crowd; and when he said, “Yes,”
Paul told the people about his former life of
persecuting the Christians and also his
conversion on the way to Damascus where
Jesus Christ appeared to him and asked why
he was persecuting Him. He told them about
his work of spreading the Gospel to the
Gentiles. The Jews did not want to hear this
about the Gentiles and became furious. The
guards led him away and were going to beat
him to find out why the crowd hated him. Paul
stopped them by saying he was a Roman
citizen.

The next day Paul was brought before
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the chief priests, Sadducees and Pharisees.
They could not agree if Paul was speaking the
truth and argued among themselves. Paul
was taken away to protect him from these
angry men. The following night he was told by
the Lord, "Be of good cheer, Paul; for as you
have testified for Me in Jerusalem, so you

must also bear witness at Rome."

The Jews hated Paul and his message
so much that they formed a conspiracy and
made an oath together. They would not eat
until they had killed Paul. Forty of the Jews
were planning an ambush for the next day,
but Paul’s nephew heard about the plot and
told Paul who told one of the centurions.

Paul was escorted to Caesarea early in
the morning to Felix, the Roman governor,
with 370 soldiers for protection. The Jewish
high priest and elders came and gave
testimony against Paul telling lies about him
and how he caused problems in the temple
and broke Jewish laws.

Paul defended himself before Felix
saying he was innocent of the charges
brought against him, and the charges could
not be proven true. He also talked about the
Word of God.

When Felix heard these things, having
heard about Christianity, he adjourned the
proceedings and said, "l will make a decision
on your case." So he commanded the
centurion to keep Paul and to let him have
liberty, and told him not to forbid any of his
friends to provide for or visit him. Paul was
kept here for two years. Felix often brought
Paul to him to hear about faith in Christ. He
also hoped Paul would give him money to be
released.

After two years, Festus succeeded Felix
as governor. The high priest and chief men
from Jerusalem now pleaded with Festus to
hand Paul over to them so they could kill him.
But Festus, wanting to do the Jews a favor,

asked Paul, "Are you willing to go up to
Jerusalem and there be judged before me
concerning these things?"

So Paul said, "l was born a Roman
citizen in Tarsus and therefore appeal to
Caesar."

After some days King Agrippa and
Bernice came to Caesarea to greet Festus.
