VOCABULARY

MATTHEW:

Sabbath - With reference to the seventh day when God rested (ceased) from His creating work. The people
of God were to observe the Sabbath Day (Saturday) as aday of rest, ceasing from their [abors. The Third
Commandment calls for the observance of that day. The Old Testament Sabbath was a shadow of things to
come, but the body (making the shadow) is Christ’s: Colossians 2:17. He is our Sabbath, for He brings us
rest for our souls Matthew 11:28.29.

Countenance - Appearance, the “look” on a person’sface.

Brethren - The brother-in-faith, spiritud family brothers.

Elders - Generdly, an older person. Here, used with reference to the Jewish Old Testament officers known
asthe“Elders” For example” rulers’ of the synagogue and the “eders’ of the people were one and the
same.

Appease - To pacify, to quiet, to satisfy.

Make you secure - Kegp you out of trouble, seeto it that you will not be court-marshaled.

MARK

Anoint - To apply oil upon someonein a ceremoniad manner, to dedicate someone to a specid calling. Here,
perfumed (spiced) oils were applied to the dead body to cover the odors of death and decay.

Demons - Used with reference to the fallen angels (Matt. 25:41; Rev. 12:7—9), ministers of the devil. Satan
is cdled the prince of the demons (devils).

LUKE
Perplexed - Puzzled, full of doubts, confused.
Idle tales - Nonsense, gossip

OUTER AIM
To teach usto believe that Jesus, who died on Friday, appeared dive on Sunday as He had promised.

INNER AIM
To recognize God' s hand in our lives: Jesus, who died to save us, arose from death as our living Savior.

BACKGROUND

(Rupprecht Bible History References Vol. 2, pp. 422-434)

We have heard how God sent His only Son, Jesus, to pay for our sins by His suffering and death. On the
cross Jesus sad, “Itisfinished!” The payment for our sin was completed by His death. But Jesus not only
died for an, but He was victorious over death. Today we learn about this victory as He showed Himself dive
to some disciples on Easter morning.



The ransom for our souls was paid by Jesus through His suffering and desth. As He promised, on the third day He

arose from desth. He was victorious over sin and desth. Jesus lives, the victory’ swon! And because He lives, we dso

have life life now, and life forever with Him in His heavenly Home.

S  The Sabbath (no-work day) was over.

S Atthe“firg light” of Sunday morning the women, who followed and ministered to Jesus with their materid things,
went to the tomb with “sweet spices’ to embam Jesus body for buridl.

S May of Magdala (Mary Magdalene) may have gone to the tomb before sunrise, for she found the tomb empty
and hastened with her cry of sorrow to Peter and John, assuming that the body of Jesus had been stolen.

S During her asence from the tomb, the other women arrived and even entered into it.

There they saw the two angels (Matthew and Mark refer to only one angel, the one who was the spokesman).

S  Theangd’smessage was. “Heisnot here, for Heisrisen.. .go quickly and tdl His disciples that Heis risen from
the dead.. .Heis going before you into Galileg; there you will see Him!”

S Meanwhile Peter and John were hurrying to the tomb, followed by Mary.

S John arrived first and paused for atime outside the tomb, but when Peter arrived he went directly into it.

S Johnjoined him to observe that the body of Jesus had not been stolen, for the tomb did not appear to have been
burglarized.

S They slently pondered the discovery as they returned again to the city.

S  May arived at the tomb after Peter and John had |eft.

S  Shelingered there, weeping over what she believed to be her losses: fird, the living Jesus, now, even His deed
body.

S Once more, two angels appeared and addressed Mary: “Woman, why are you weeping?’

S May replied: “Because they have taken avay my Lord, and | do not know where they have laid Him.”

S  Sheturned away asif to find the body of Jesusin another place and, suddenly, Jesus stood before her in Hisliving
presence.

S  Teaful and sordly grieved, Mary did not recognize Jesus.

S Shethought it was the gardener, so she begged information concerning the whereabouts of Jesus body so she
could take Him away.

S  Sheagain turned toward the tomb and now Jesus spoke to her: “Mary!”

S Sheimmediatey recognized His voice and with great relief uttered the comforting word: “My Lord!” (Rabboni,
Aramaic; Rabbi, Hebrew.)

S Werecdl that Jesus had taught: “My sheep hear My voice...and they know me.”

S May wasthefirg to whom the risen and living Jesus reveded Himsdlf.

S  After that He met the other women who were returning to Jerusaem pondering the wondrous message of the
angels.

S Jesusingructed them:: “Reoice! Do not be afraid. Go and tel my brethren to go to Gdlilee, and there they will see
Me.”

S Wearetold that while Mary’s report caused Peter and John to run to the tomb, the other disciples considered the
report from the other women to be astonishing, but utter nonsense.

S They did not even go to the tomb out of curiosity.

The disciples isolated themselves in their room to agonize in their grief over the loss of their Master, Jesus.

S  They forgot that He had told them that He would rise again on the third day and go before them into Gdlilee.
