Noah & the Flood

Genesis 6-8

The Story

Parents: Review this lesson with your child.

Many years after Adam and Eve lived, the
earth was full of people. But the people had
forgotten all about God. They lived very bad lives.
The earth was a very scary place to live with all
the murdering and other bad things the people
did.

God was sad to see everybody live such
bad lives. He knew that He couldn’t let the world
get any worse.
